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In the days of the ancient Roman Em-
pire, the 14t of February was a holiday
to celebrate Juno - the Queen of the
Roman gods and goddesses. The Ro-
mans also knew Juno as the goddess
of women and marriage, and the fol-
lowing day, February 15, began the
Feast of Lupercalia, a feast to cele-
brate the god of fertility.

In the days of the early Roman Empire
the lives of young boys and girls were
strictly separate. However, one of the
customs of the young people was the
drawing of names. On the eve of the
festival of Lupercalia, the names of
Roman girls were written on slips of
paper and placed into a jar. Each
young man would draw a girl's name
from the jar and they would be part-
ners for the duration of the festival.
Sometimes the pairing of the children
lasted an entire year, and often they
would fall in love and later marry.

During that time, under the rule of Em-
peror Claudius Il, Rome was involved in
many bloody and unpopular military
campaigns. Claudius the Cruel, as he
was known, was having a difficult time
getting soldiers to join his army. He
believed that the reason was that the
men did not want to leave their wives
and their families. So, to solve that
problem, he cancelled all engage-
ments and all marriages in Rome.

& Be My Valentine

You can imagine the outcry that was
heard in Rome, not only from the young
people wanting to marry, but also from
the Christian priests who struggled with
the emperor destroying families.

One of those priests was Valentine who
ignored the new law and secretly contin-
ued to perform marriages. Eventually
Valentine was discovered, arrested, and
dragged before the Prefect of Rome
who condemned him to death.

Before his execution, while he was in
jail, many young people visited him in
his cell while others threw flowers and
notes of encouragement in his window.
One of these young people was the
daughter of the jailer. Her father al-
lowed her to visit Valentine in his cell
where they spent hours just sitting and
talking.

On the day of his execution he left his
friend a little note thanking her for her
visits. It was a note that spoke of
friendship, love, and loyalty that stood
in contrast and opposition to the evil
and cruelty of the times as expressed
and demonstrated by the Emperor
Claudius.

He signed his note, "Love, from your
Valentine" and dated it "February 14th."
And that was the first Valentine card.

As we celebrate St. Valentines' Day this
year, how does its place during the Sea-
son of Epiphany shape our understand-
ing of this day set aside to celebrate
love? Selfless? Sacrificial? Other-
centered? Risky? And can you even
buy St. Valentines' Day cards to reflect
such an emphasis?

| would invite you over the next few Sun-
days to listen to the reading of the les-
sons with a St. Valentines' Day filter,
and then to gift your Valentine in a way
that reflects what you heard and experi-
enced in the Word of God.
