The Organ 
A brief history of the organ and its use in worship: 
 

     The first pipe organ was built around 200 BC. Ctesibius 
of Alexandrea used a water hydraulic system to keep the 
wind pressure in the pipes stable. By the sixth or seventh 
centuries AD, bellows were used instead of water. By the 
12th century, organs were capable of more timbres (sounds) 
and had evolved into more complex instruments. By the 
17th century, the sounds we associate with modern pipe or-
gans had mostly been developed. The pipe organ used to be 
the most complex man-made device ever created, a distinc-
tion it retained until it was displaced by the telephone ex-
change in the late 19th century. 
     The organ, like many other arts, was associated with 
pagan rites and gladiatorial games and so was eschewed by 
Christians for centuries. However, gradually the organ was 
introduced into Christian worship between 1000 and 1300 
AD until they became universal means of supporting vocal 
singing in worship. (The second instrument introduced was 
the trumpet.) Early on, the organ was used to set the pitch. 
It was also used antiphonally with singers: one verse sung, 
one verse played by the organ. (Remember, we are still in 
the age of Gregorian chant and Renaissance polyphony.) 
     As organs developed, so did their ability to support lar-
ger groups of people singing. When the Reformation re-
stored congregational song to the people, the organ was 
ideal for leading that singing. It was low enough to support 
singers and high enough to lead them. J.S. Bach and the 
north German school of organ building took the use of the 
organ in worship to new heights. 
     The pipe organ remains today the best instrument to lead 
and support congregational singing. We are blessed here at 
Trinity to have a pipe organ. As there are organs in the 
world from the 1400s still functioning, I suspect ours will 
be around long after we are all gone��

The Twelve Days of Christmas  
     It really wasn’t until the release of a Christmas album 
by the Roger Shaw Chorale some years ago that most of 
us thought much about the twelve days of Christmas. That 
medieval English carol about gift-giving gone mad has 
been a part of American (shall we say “holiday”) music 
ever since. 
     Moderns think of the Christmas season starting after 
Thanksgiving (after Hallowe’en is optional) and ending 
when the dishwasher is loaded for the last time on Christ-
mas Day.  
     Early Christians had no Christmas. They had no Bible, 
either; it was in the process of formation. The traditions 
surrounding Jesus’ birth were known, but no Christmas 
Day was set and observed. Easter was the great feast, and 
only gradually did the observance of Christmas develop. 
The oldest consensus date for the celebration of Jesus’ 
birth was January 6th, which is still observed as such by 
the Eastern Orthodox. Roman Christians thought it would 
be a good idea to move it to December 25th in order to co-
opt the pagan observance of Saturnalia, when the sun was 
observed to be coming back from its annual exile. Feast-
ing, dancing, wenching were ways of celebrating Saturna-
lia (think Mardi Gras in New Orleans). Christmas 
and Saturnalia have been contesting for control of Decem-
ber 25th ever since.  
     There are twelve days between December 25th and 
January 6th, the new and the old dates for Christmas. 
Luke’s account of Jesus’ birth is the Gospel for December 
25th (Western Christmas) and Matthew’s account of Jesus’ 
birth is the Gospel for January 6th (Epiphany). 
The twelve days of Christmas used to be when Western 
Christians celebrated the nativity of our Lord. Not much of 
that going on now. 
     So what shall we say or do about this change?  
Number One: Don’t waste your time fretting about the 
change. When to celebrate is not an article of faith. 
Number Two: Use the time between the two Christmases 
to meditate in depth upon the meaning of the birth of 
Christ. Such meditation began in Advent and climaxed on 
December 25th, with the emphasis on preparation for our 
Lord’s comings. Meditate on the difference it makes in 
your life, that the Lord has come. Number Three: Con-
tinue giving. It’s a Christmas habit, grounded in the gift of 
God’s Son as our savior and lord. Every household has 
received upteen requests for charitable giving. Sort them 
out, and do something in the spirit of an ongoing Christ-
mas celebration.
